                                                     III – Jet Letter Flashbacks
The following are excerpts from past issues of The Jet Letter and are identical as written in that particular issue of The Jet Letter. 
June 1961 Issue.

Cover Story. “ABRON’s Comm Section Under Tight Security. These ‘No Admittance’ signs on the doors of the Ground Communications Section in the main hangar mean just what they say. You may be able to walk in easily enough but, before you can draw another breath, one of the section’s 22 men will courteously ask you to sign a visitors’ register and explain the purpose of your visit. If you are not on legitimate business, your visit will be a short one”.

Inside Story. “F-94C was 1st Rocket Fighter.  The F-94C Starfire, with which the 178th  Fighter-Interceptor Squadron was equipped from March 1956 to September 1958, was the first U. S. service fighter to dispense entirely with a fixed gun armament in favor of rocket projectiles. Twenty-four 2.75 in. folding-fin Mighty Mouse rockets were housed in a ring of firing tubes around the radar nose fairing behind a retractable shield”.
Inside Story. “No Camp – No Lunch Bus.  This year’s summer camp, scheduled to be the last that will bring together the entire 119th Fighter Group, will also mark the passing of the familiar white lunch bus. The bus, a 1942 model Ford, now in the third year of operation, is expected to be sold after camp. Purchased by the NCO Club in the fall of 1957 from Northern Transit Co. for $750, the unit required a complete overhaul before it could be used”.
June 1966 Issue. 
Cover Story.  “Delta Daggers Due. We can expect delivery of our first F-102A fighter-interceptor aircraft in July! The long awaited transition to the faster, more-maneuverable birds, best recognized by their 60-degree swept-back delta wings, was formally announced by Colonel R. M. Johnson, NDakANG Commander”.

Inside Story. “Airman of the Month. Airman of the Month honors at the May drill were captured by MSgt. Jacob J. Schwengler, a fulltime technician with the NDANG since 1957”.
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Inside Story. “First Returning Instructors.  It was two weeks of lectures, textbooks, and  homework for four NDANG members as participants in the first Technical Instructors Course (TIC), April 25th-May 13th, at Amarillo A.F. Base, Texas.  TSgts John Lyman, Douglas Warnecke and Ronald Wasfaret and SSGt Robert Gaare joined sixteen other ANG intellectuals . . . into this new “Technical Instructors Course”.
June 1985 Issue. 

Cover Story. “Vice President visits Hooligans.  (photo not shown) Vice President George Bush is greeted by NDANG Commander, Col. Wally Hegg, upon his arrival at Fargo, May 7. Vice President Bush was in Fargo for a fund raiser/banquet for N.D. Senator Mark Andrews. Air Force II landed at the NDANG that afternoon and departed the next morning at 7 a.m.”.

Inside Story. “NDANG gears up for Operational Readiness Inspection. A shelter exercise was held on May 18, 1985, as a practice for the ORI in July. This was a Response Attack Exercise which must be held at least once a year according to Air Force and Air National Guard regulations”.

Inside Story. “Guess who’s coming to dinner . . . . Very few of us calculate a food budget and then follow it so exactly as to end up within 2% plus or minus. That, however, is what the cooks for the 119th must do. To make it more challenging, they never know exactly how many people they will feed. There may be 400 people present at Gulfport, but how many will eat on base and how many will go out to a local restaurant? How do you deal with this uncertainty”?
