                                              III – Jet Letter Flashbacks
The following are excerpts from past issues of The Jet Letter and are identical as written in that particular issue of The Jet Letter. 
August 1966 Issue.
Cover Story. “FIRST OPERATIONAL DEUCE ARRIVES.  NDANG’s first operational F-102 arrived on the Base, Thursday afternoon, August 12th. It was flown here from Richard’s Gebaur AFB, Missouri, by Acting Commander of the 178th Fighter Interceptor Squadron, Lt. Col. A. P. MacDonald. The 495-mile distance was covered in one hour and five minutes”.

Inside Story. “Airman of the Month.  A very sharp Airman from the 119th Supply Squadron has been selected as airman of the month for July. Chosen during the 10 July UTA was SSgt Dennis L. Wold assigned to Personal Equipment in Supply”.

Inside Story. “JET-SET STUDENT.  With Notebook in hand and an overnight bag, TSgt Sylvester Hirchert climbed into the rear seat of an F-89 and flew to Richard’s Gebaur AFB, Missouri, on July 13th. TSgt Hirchert attended a two-day conference on personal and survival equipment. His chauffer-pilot, Capt. Ivan Lang, had sergeant Hirchert home the next evening”.

August 1977 Issue. 
Cover Story. “Meet the NDANG’S New Senior USAF Advisor.  New Senior USAF Advisor for the NDANG is husky, 6-foot 4-inch Lt. Col. Ted Labernik, a native Minnesotan who has been combat ready in fighter-attack, fighter-interceptor aircraft for over 20 years (since 1956) without a break”.

Inside Story. “Brennan Takes NDNG State Rifle Championships – A Hooligan ‘First’. Outdistancing his nearest competitor by 20 points, TSgt Clayton Brennan, with a score of 466 out of a possible 500, became the first member of the North Dakota Air National Guard to ever win the North Dakota National Guard State High Powered Rifle Championship, held July 16-17 at Camp Grafton”.
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Inside Story. “Squadrons to Merge this Fall.  Complying with an already initiated Air Force-wide policy effecting all supply squadrons, the 119th Supply Squadron of the NDANG will officially become integrated with the 119th Combat Support Squadron starting in October”.

August 1989 Issue.
Cover Story. “Big splash culminates final flight.  Thirty years of flying have created many positive and lasting memories for Col. Al Henderson. On June 23, 1989, he participated in his last flight while transporting about sixty NDANG personnel from Alaska to Fargo. Upon landing he was met by the traditional dousing with water to mark his last flight”.

Inside Story. “North to Alaska!  ‘The Alaska deployment was a valuable training exercise for our aircrews, said Lt. Col. Bob Durkop, 178FIS commander. ‘Because of the super weather conditions, we were able to fly over 80 sorties, many of them against F-15aircraft. Overall, I would say it was an excellent deployment, Durkop added”. 

Inside Story.  “Life Giver awarded for distinguished service. MSgt Gary Stuhr was recently presented the American Veterans (AMVETS) National Commander’s Award for distinguished service. An aircraft jet crew chief mechanic in the 119th CAMS since November 1960, Sergeant Stuhr participates in the AMVETS blood donor program”.
