November 1966 Issue. 
Cover Story.  “Lions View Delta Daggers. A CLOSE-UP view of the NDANG’S new F-102’s, swept-wing fighter-interceptor planes, were given members of the Gateway Lions Club Oct. 21. Some 40 club members had their luncheon meeting at the NDANG Mess Hall, then were taken on a tour of some base shops, witnessed formation take-offs and landings and were permitted a close-up examination of the intricate cockpits”.
Inside Story.  “A Tear and a Goodbye. Very shortly the heroic exploits of NDANG’s  ‘Minnie H’ shall be told and retold as her familiar silhouette slowly and painfully slips from memory. ‘Tis true, the venerable C-47 that has been a part of the NDANG since 1947 is to be retired from duty and be replaced by the more modern and practical fouir-engineed C-54 (also known as the DC-4). The new addition is scheduled for NDANG on April 3, 1967, to increase the airlift capability of NDANG for parts and supplies”.
